the Israelis’ and Hamas have caused economic hardships. 

 Many of the Catholic families immigrated and left the Holy Land.   
 

The percentage of Christians in the Holy Land has dropped from  

20% to less than 1%.  

The struggle to preserve the Catholic identity of the birthplace  

of our savior; Jesus Christ is a serious concern for Catholics  

around the world.
